We are grateful to Graeme Cranch for the 
following information about the only 
England Cr~cketer so far produced by the 
School, wntten by W.G. Grace entitled 
"Cricket" published in 1891. ' 

"Mr Charles Alfred Absolom as a batsman 
had a peculiar style of his own. He held the 
bat very high up the handle ;md did not pay 
much attention to the pitch of the ball. 
Balls bowled to the off he hit to long-on -
in fact, anywhere but where the bowler 
intended and hoped they would hit. It could _ 
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easily be inferred that he did not trouble 
much about keeping up his wicket; all the 
same he made some very good scores 
against the best bowling of his time. He 
always played bare-headed, and without 
pads or gloves. 

He bowled slow medium-pace round arm, 
with a high delivery, varying it with an 
occasional fast one. He would go on all day 
without any appreciable diminution of 
strength or accuracy. 

In 1861 Absolom, playing for the United 
Master Butchers V XX of the Metropolitan 
Club captured 18 wickets. The total for the 
innings was four runs and 18 of the 20 
failed to score." 

(They certainly built them tough in those 
days! - Ed.)
