"THE MAKING OF AN ENGLISHMAN" 

by Eric Whelpton 
(Bachman and Turner) 

The first chapter of the book is entitled "The 
Beatitudes of a Reluctant Schoolmaster". Reluc­
ca be may have been, but to his colleagues Eric 

was an interesting and effective teacher and a most 
entertaining member of the Common Room. 

He was very much in sympathy with his first 
Headmaster Lionel Rogers, who retired in 1934; 
but he found bis successor H. J . Dixon in com­
parison rather difficult. He is really rather severe 
on H.J.D., but acknowledges a deep debt of grati­
tude to him for enabling him to qualify for a 
pension. 

Eric paints a vivid and highly-recognisable 
picture of T. B. W. Spencer, the chief mathematics 
master, and of his modern-language colleague 
Brian Rhys, whom he rather surprisingly describes 
as almost a dwarf; it must be remembered that to 
the massive Eric (who used playfully to claim to 
be distantly related to St. Augustine of Hippo) 
that is how Rhys must have appeared. 

Eric's war service, which started early in 1943 
when he became a Major in Military Intelligence, 
took him to the Congo, Cairo, Tunis, Sicily, Sar­
dinia and Naples, among other places, in circum­
stances which varied from comparative luxury to 
extreme discomfort (he was laid low with dys­
entery and malaria). The most hair-raising 
moment of his service came when, en route in 
Lisbon for North Africa, he inadvertently boarded 
a plane full of Germans which was just about to 
take off for the Fatherland. 

The most amusing example of his quick-witted­
ness was when he was doing a spell of about two 
weeks in the ranks and had to prove that he was 
fully fit by performing feats of agility in the gym­
nasium. At the age of about 49 Eric was having 
none of this and refused to try until the Captain 
(they were alone) performed the task himself. He 
was "passed". 

Illustrations include a photo taken surrepti­
tiously in class by Jeffrey Burr in 1938, and a 
picture of the author standing with a Whelptonian 
gesture among the pigeons in St. Mark's Square, 
Venice. Jeffrey is mentioned in the text along with 
a number of boys of the circa 1929 vintage includ­
ing Owen Reed, Ronald Mason, Anthony Law­
rence and Kenneth Maconochie. 

The story ends with the end of the war, so we 
await volume three with impatience.

THE FRIENDS OF K.C.S. 

The Friends have completed their first year's 
activities with results beyond our expectations. We 
have some 250 members among current parents, 
representing over 300 boys at School. We have 
collected over £15,000 in cash or grossed up cove­
nants. And we are determined that this is only the 
beginning of increasing benefit to the School. 

Our task, of course, is to propose and partici­
pate in a wide variety of projects, large and small, 
which supplement the School's immediate build­
ing plans. What in fact have we achieved? First 
project to be completed is one for which physical 
rather than monetary appeal has been made. Old 
Boys and parents, energetically led by Ted Lewis, 
have built a most professional terrace to the hard 
play area, with appropriate flowering shrubs. Other 
shrubs and trees have been planted round the 
grounds. These enthusiasts are now planning 
further improvements, natural screening and 
colour to match the building developments now in 
hand. 

Next the family tennis players, led by Ralph 
Cake and Eric Springthorpe, have raised the entire 
costs of a pavilion for the new tennis courts. We 
got into some planning problems with the original 
proposals but these are happily overcome and the 
pavilion should soon be ready for use. The bulk 
of the income came from a massive 'Midsummer 
Marathon', a sponsored tournament free-for-all 
which started at 4.15 a.m. and lasted until dark­
ness! A great success. Not to be outdone, Peter 
Gibbs is halfway towards an elegant new Junior 
School cricket pavilion, designed by Bryan Adams 
to provide much improved facilities for visitors 
and the warring teams. Building - again with 

voluntary labour - is planned to start next Janu­
ary in time for the next cricket season. 

Other projects progress well but are of longer 
term. The squash boys have done a remarkable 
job under David Burford but the squash courts 
depend on other building proposals which need 
careful planning. We hope to publish details early 
in the autumn after Governing Body approval has 
been obtained. Meantime nearly half the estimated 
cost of the first two courts has been raised, largely 
by covenants from parents and Old Boys interested 
in having facilities for a regular Old Boys' Squash 
Oub. 

The remaining current project is the provision 
of a Junior School shop. Plans are progressing 
(again in conjunction with other developments), a 
team of volunteer parents to man the shop has 
been enrolled. All we need is the final decision on 
the siting, hopefully to be given this autumn. 

But the Friends are not sitting back on these 
proposals. Several others are being considered and 
will soon be announced, once priorities have been 
agreed. However the Friends fulfill a social func­
tion which is just as important as their fund-rais­
ing efforts. A Social Committee has therefore been 
formed to encourage and co-ordinate social activi­
ties whereby members can meet and get to know 
each other and the School better. This is where 
Old Boys can help by their support. Membership 
of the Friends is by a single nominal donation of 
£1. Newsletters are sent out each term with details 
of forthcoming events. Write to Tony Hein at the 
School. Come and join us! We have many Old 
Boy parents but we'd like to have many more 
from wider fields. This is a steadily growing body 
\vithin the School, in which Old Boys can play a 
most important part, often by providing profes­
sional skills and facilities. The current Old King's 
Club Chairman is ex-officio a member of the 
Friends' Council. Give him the support he is due 
- and have some enjoyment yourself at the same 
time. 

COLMAN'S CRICKET PAVILION PROJECT 

This project was launched about a year ago to 
provide a new pavilion for Caiman's for the use of 
the Junior School. At the half-way stage approxi­
mately £3.000 had been raised, a further £3,000 -
£4,000 will be required to complete the cost of the 
project.

The present arrangements are very unsatis­
factory as K.C.S. has to hire court~ at two different 
outside clubs - and even then this does not meet 
the demand from boys. The limited time allowed 
at these clubs results in a majority of matches 
having to be played away and K.C.S. seldom has a 
home-team advantage. 

After an initial spurt to £10,800 in prospective 
covenant receipts, progress towards the target of 
£25 000 has now become much slower. It is very 
mu~h a combined effort and would be readily 
achieved if a further 80 Old Boys and parents 
were to join the 55 who have already subscrib_oo. 
It is surprising how a handsome total of capital 
can be built up from covenants paid for seven or 
ten years with the tax benefit adding 50% to the 
value of the gift. 

The School would greatly appreciate further 
contributions from Old Boys, to help us get these 
courts, which are so very much needed. Covenant 
forms are available from the secretary to meet 
every pocket from a few pounds a year upwards.

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LATE NEWS 

General Sir Alan Jolly, G.C.B., C.B.E., D.S.O., 
(1929) died 15th September, aged 66. 

Alan Jolly was born in Australia, and was at 
King's from 1920 till 1929. He was a Resident 
Boarder at "Glencairn" and became a School 
Prefect and Head of Boarders' House. He was a 
most enthusiastic C.S.M. in the O.T.C., and there 
was never any doubt that he would become a 
professional soldier. 

From Sandhurst he was commissioned in the 
Royal Tank Corps. in 1931 and saw active service 
on the North-West Frontier in 1936. In the 1939-45 
War, after service on the Staff, he crossed to 
Normandy in 1944 with the 4th Royal Tank 
Regiment and after the Battle of Caen he was 
awarded an immediate D.S.O. His were some of 
the first vehicles to cross the Rhine in 1945; he was 
then Lt. Colonel. 

After the War Jolly had a distinguished career, 
mostly on the Staff, in various parts of the world­
Europe, India. Pakistan (where he was for three 
years Director of Military Training), as well as 
serving at the Joint Services Staff College and the 
Imperial Defence College. 

In 1957 he became Deputy Quarter-Master­
General, B.A.O.R., and two years later was pro­
moted Major-General in charge of the 1st Division. 
Further promotion and active service in the 
Borneo Campaign came in 1964 where as 
Lieutenant-General he was made G.O.C. Far East 
Land Forces. Finally he was made full General 
and appointed Quarter-Master-General, a post he 
held till his retirement in 1969. 

Jolly has been described as a "superbly com­
petent" Staff Officer, who was particularly aware 

of the importance of logistics in military planning. 
He was almost certainly the greatest soldier that 
King's has ever produced. He was knighted as 
K.C.B. in 1964--then G.C.B. 1968. 

His friendly interest in summer 1968 when as 
General Sir Alan Jolly he was Inspecting Officer 
of the C.C.F., made the occasion a really tremen­
dous success. Six years previously as Chairman at 
the O.K. Club Dinner he made a humorous and 
modest speech, recalling with affection and 
gratitude the nine years he spent at King's. 

After his retirement Jolly lived near Didcot and 
devoted himself to farming with typical skill and 
enthusiasm. We offer our sincerest sympathy to 
his widow and to his children and grandchildren.
