OBITUARIES

Frederick Cumber left King’s in 1927 to go into
the City, and rose rapidly to directorship in
important British and foreign companies. He took
part in the Spanish Civil War on the Republican
side. He was a keen Liveryman and became Master
of the Carmen Company. He farmed in Oxford-
shire and specialised in chicken production; he
was invited to Russia to advise on the setting up
of chicken factories there, and was made an
honorary Hero of the Republic. A memorial
service was held for him on November 28th at St.
Lawrence Jewry Church; the Eulogy was given by
Col. D. M. Gluckstein, T.D., D.L. (O.K.).

Ernest Duncan just missed being a pupil in the
Strand, being at King’s from 1897 till 1901, when
he was articled to his father’s firm of solicitors,
passing his final examinations in 1904. He served
in the 1914 - 18 war, reaching the rank of captain
as Divisional Gas Officer to the staff of H-Q, 67th
division; on demobilisation he became partner in
his father’s firm and continued to practise until
1965. He and Mrs. Duncan celebrated their
diamond wedding last October.

Duncan was an enthusiastic cricketer, playing
mostly for Wimbledon but often turning out for
the Old Boys, even in his late sixties and early
seventies, taking many wickets with his deceptive
slow bowling. It was delightful to see him on
Commemoration Days taking an active part in the
game and radiating good-will. We offer our sym-
pathy to his widow, his son Ian Duncan, O.K., and
his daughter.

Robert Gordon Cane taught maths and divinity
at King’s from 1934 to 1953. He was a man of
great charm and kindness, and his devotion to the
church earned him among his colleagues the
affectionate nickname of “The Bishop”; the boys
(so T am told) had a shorter but equally affection-
ate name for him. He was an enthusiastic and
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successful gardener. For 60 years he had a
souvenir of his army service of 1915 in the form
of a Turkish (irremovable) bullet in his head.

D. W. Gration joined the Civil Service on leav-
ing King’s in 1912 and stayed in it (apart from his
war service) throughout his working life. He was
a keen supporter of the Old Boys rugby club and
it was always a pleasure to see him at Robin Hood
Way until he went to spend the last years of his
retirement at Worthing.

Dick Perfitt, whose death was announced in the
last newsletter, was at King’s from 1925 till 1934,
when he went up to Trinity Hall, Cambridge, and
took his degree in law. In the Boat Race of 1937
he stroked the Cambridge Eight being the first
O.K. to win his rowing Blue since Reginald
McKenna in 1887 (for the record, 8 O.K.s have
rowed for Cambridge up to date, and one for
Oxford; also, one coxed the Oxford Eight). He
joined the G.W.R. in the docks department, start-
ing his training at Port Talbot.

He joined the Royal Artillery and reached the
rank of major in the 1939 - 45 war; he was men-
tioned in Dispatches. On demobilisation in 1946
he returned to the G.W.R. and became assistant
docks manager in Newport in 1958 and docks
manager, Plymouth in 1971. He commanded a
Territorial regiment in Devon in 1955 - 59 and was
awarded the T.D.

As docks manager in Plymouth Dick was very
successful, an outstanding achievement being the
construction of a mnew ferry terminal and the
development of a service between Plymouth and
Roscoff in France. He was chairman of the
Chamber of Commerce in 1974 and a keen and
skilful yachtsman and a Fellow of the Society of
Arts. Every year till recently he spent part of his
annual leave coaching the crew of his old college
for the May Races and Henley.

Dick was a man of great charm and strength of
character. His death came suddenly and painlessly
while he was sitting in his garden. We offer our
sympathy to his widow.

Leslie Ellis Pimm was at King’s from 1903 to
1908. He graduated in medicine and spent his
career in general practice in Kent, Norfolk and
elsewhere before retiring to Australia in 1956. His
keen interest in literature helped him to relax in
the intervals of his work and to enjoy his retire-
ment. We offer our sympathy to his widow.

Ernest John Roney left King’s in 1917 at the age
of 17 and entered the Royal Navy at Keyham. He

entered Merton College, Oxford, in 1919 and took
his degree in law. Entering the family law firm of
Roney and Co. in 1922 he was admitted as solici-
tor in 1925 and later became a partner. In 1940 he
joined the R.N.V.R. and after service in Orkney,
Dover and North Africa joined Admiral Ramsay’s
staff planning the Sicily landings and the Invasion
of Europe. Re-joining Roney and Co. he was later
appointed a director of Ransome and Marles Ltd.,
retiring as senior partner of Roney’s in 1972 and
moving to Aldeburgh.

In the Olympic Games of 1924 and 1928 he
represented U.K. in the 8-metre yachting class,
and won a silver medal in 1924. He was chairman
of the board of governors of Hawnes School for
Girls.

We offer our sympathy to his widow, son and
daughter.

Rev. Basil Turvey left King’s in 1921. With Geof
Cheeseman he took a leading part in the school
Astronomical Society and he recalls how they set
out to view the Opposition of Mars at 4 a.m. on
Wimbledon Common. He settled down behind
gorse bushes with his telescope only to be sur-
prised by the police looking for a corpse!

He read natural sciences at St. Catharine’s
College, Cambridge, and then worked for some
time as a chemist at Lever Brothers, Port Sunlight,
before deciding to be ordained. In 1933 he went
to Ely Theological College and then went as curate
to St. Peter’s Vauxhall. He went as rector to
Walvis Bay in South West Africa in 1940 but soon
had a yearning to serve the people of Ovamboland
itself rather than the Europeans on the coast; he
was priest-in-charge of Holy Cross Mission for
two years, living a hard life under tropical condi-
tions. When he returned to England in 1947 he
became rector of Woodchurch in the Wirral in
Cheshire. He wrote a short history of Woodchurch
while he was there.

He had found work in the wide open spaces
more attractive and rewarding than an English
parish and in 1961 went to Queensland and joined
the Bush Brotherhood based on Ravenshoe. In
1967 the Bishop of South-West Africa invited him
to return to Ovamboland and for another four
vears he worked in Tsumeb before finally accept-
ing an easier living as rector of All Saints, Durban-
ville, a growing parish a few miles outside Cape
Town. He was due to retire in February of this
year, but died in Cape Town on 11th December.

THE GOVERNING BODY IN 1975

Under the chairmanship of Mr. Cavan Taylor
the Governing Body met in full session on four
occasions in 1975. One meeting took place during
each term and there was an additional meeting in
November to approve the school’s accounts. To
facilitate decision ‘making, however, much of the
research, planning and policy making was dele-
gated to committees of the Governing Body such
as the Finance and General Purposes Committee,
under the chairmanship of Mr. Ronald Owen
(OK.), and the Building Committee, under the
chairmanship of Mr. Jules Collyer (O.K.). In
addition, there were meetings of the Headmaster’s
Liaison Group which is composed of members of
the Governing Body and the teaching staff and
which provides a forum for discussion of matters
of mutual interest.

During the course of the year the Governing
Body was required to make decisions on a large
number of administrative and financial matters
concerning the school. It was also responsible for
the building programme including the completion
of a sixth form recreation centre, a new tuck shop,
six tennis courts and a language laboratory.
Arrangements were also made to sell the Wood-
hayes site and it is hoped that the proceeds of sale
will enable certain additional building work to be
carried out.

General Sir John, Hackett (Principal of King’s
College London), Mrs. Davison (Surrey County
Council) and Mr. A. G. Cross (0.K.) (Corporation)
resigned during the year to be replaced by Sir
Richard  Way, Councillor E. Reynolds and Dr.
D. J. E. Ingram (O.K.) respectively. In addition,
Mr. R. J. Andrew (O.K.) was co-opted on to the
Governing Body which now numbers 24. .

The Statutes which regulate the constitution and
management of the school provide that the Gov-
erning Body is to report annually on the affairs
and accounts of the school to a meeting of the
Corporation which is an association of friends of
the school.:" The Annual General Meeting of the
Corporation-took place on 13th December and 57
members were present.

OLD KING’S CLUB ANNUAL GENERAL
MEETING, DECEMBER, 1975

The Annual General Meeting of the Club was
held on Saturday, 13th December, 1975, at the
school.

The Headmaster, as President, took the Chair,
and 44 members attended. The President was
welcomed on his first attendance at the Annual
General Meeting.

1. Minutes. The Minutes of the last Annual
General Meeting (as circulated) were approved.

2. Secretary’s Report. The Hon. Secretary,
presenting his report, noted the deaths during the
year of 16 members who had left the school
between 1900 and 1943.

He reported that Old Boys filled distinguished
posts in all walks of life, reflecting credit on both
school and club. The school itself continued to
flourish, both academically and on the playing
fields, despite all outside pressures.

Turning to the affiliated sections, he made
special reference to the continued improvement of
the Rugby Club: he said that, under their new
hon. secretaries, there was every prospect that the
Golf and Shooting sections would resume their
proper status in the Club. Hockey, Tennis,
Athletics, Cross-Country and Squash sections were
providing useful facilities for members, but he
reported, regretfully, that the Cricket section
seemed to be in some danger.

Dealing with the work of the committee, the
hon. secretary said that members had responded
to all the demands made on them: work such as
that with the school careers service would have
been impossible without that response. Great
assistance in administration had been given by the
finance and G.P. sub-committee, whilst the social
sub-committee had dealt efficiently with all social
functions.

Nevertheless, the aspect which had demanded
more attention than any other was finance: the
Club was indebted to the hon. treasurer and the
Trustees, for, without their work, the Club’s
financial situation would have been disastrous.
Under present circumstances, it seemed unlikely
that there would be any radical change and finance
would be a constant source of concern.

On a personal note, the hon. secretary said he
wished to thank all those members who had given
so much help during his tenure of office. He felt
sure that same help would be available to his
successor, whom he confidently recommended to
members.

3. Club Accounts. The Statement of the Club’s
Accounts was presented and explained by the
hon. treasurer. He pointed out that the steps taken
since the last Annual General Meeting to match
income with expenditure were clearly improving
the financial situation of the Club, but much
depended on the general economic climate, and
there was no room for any complacency. The
statement was approved.

(a) The existing Vice-Presidents were re-
appointed.
(b) (1) J. D. E. Hamilton was re-elected Hon.
Treasurer.

(ii)) On the retirement of R. F. Diacon, L.
Burford was elected Hon. Secretary.

(¢) D. L. Armitt, D. Harding and C. H. Thomas
were re-elected as Trustees of the Invested
Funds.

(d) The Committee’s nominations as Vice-Presi-
dents of F. H. Shaw and D. E. M. Jarvis were
approved.

() N. M. Crockford, J. A. H. Currey and J.
Keeling, retiring by rotation, were re-elected
Members of the Committee.

(f) The Committee’s election of C. L. Day and
A. B. Todd as Honorary Members was con-
firmed.

5. Appointment of Auditors. D. L. Morgan
and J. Keeling were reappointed as Hon. Auditors.

6. O.K.C. Benevolent Fund. J. A. H. Curry
presented the Report of the Management Board
and explained the Annual Accounts, which were
approved.

7. Officers of the Benevolent Fund. Under the
Rules, the meeting — :

(a) appointed J. A. H. Curry, R. F. Diacon,
J. D. E. Hamilton and C. Taylor as Trustees;

(b) approved J. A. H. Curry as Hon. Treasurer
and A. J. Hopper as Hon. Auditor; and

(c) agreed that the Trustees, the Headmaster, R.
Lowndes and L. D. Peters should comprise
the Management Board.

8. Consideration ¢f Rule 19. The Committee
made no recommendation.

9. Consideration of Resolutions. No resolutions
were submitted. The members expressed their
gratitude to R. F. Diacon for his work as Hon.
Secretary, and passed a vote of thanks to the
President.
